We hope that you will have a wonderful and relaxing holiday, enjoying the peace and privacy that we have found so attractive during the past twenty years.
Your only neighbours are Jan and Beryl Boerop at Wairoro Park, 200 metres further down the road, and Maureen and Bryan Morgan close to the road entrance. Jan and Beryl at Wairoro Park also offer holiday accommodation. 

Maureen is our main contact person for Yfanwen and will introduce herself to you soon after your arrival.
A virtue of Yfanwen is that it is a fully equipped private house and as such self-serviced. Recognising that you are on holiday, linen and towels are provided freshly laundered on your arrival. Access to Wairoro Park Beach and Facilities
As very kind neighbours Jan and Beryl offer our guests the free use of their swimming beach and other facilities. No vehicles please – pedestrian access only to Wairoro Park. Please introduce yourselves to Jan or Beryl when visiting for the first time.
Walking Tracks
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Yfanwen has access to excellent walking tracks. For our 20 minute walking track out to Aucks Road, walk down to the boat-shed and follow the path round to the left. The track is well marked and under bush. It intersects with the Okiato to Russell walkway where it emerges at Aucks Road. For the southerly stretch to Okiato and the ferry to Opua, exit onto the road and look to your right; the entrance is well marked. The northerly stretch to Russell begins in our track about 80 metres before the gate onto Aucks Road and to the left. There is a complimentary track along the western side of the Veronica Channel between Paihia and Opua. The whole circuit – Yfanwen-Okiato-Opua-Paihia-Russell-Yfanwen (or reverse) makes a good day of exercise and is mainly under bush.
